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Fixation and storage of Verso Kuningaspaneeli®

The massive Kuningaspaneeli®is modern and impressive exterior cladding material. The wide panels are
quick and cost-efficient toinstall. The panels are fixed either with screws on the topside orwith a
concealed fixing.

Installing alternatives
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Installing onthe topside

Two fasteners perone wall frame are screwed or nailed in the centre of the panel, about 9 cm from the edge
of the panel. Itisrecommended to use rustproof fasteners. A3 mm room for manoeuvre should be left
between the panels. Fastener sizes: screw 6 x 80 mm, nail 3.4 x 100 mm. Screw holes must be predrilled.

Concealed fixing

Behind the panel, a plywood patchis screwed at the bottom edge of the panel between each wall frame (9 x
70 x 140 mm). Asimilar plywood patchis attached to the upper edge of the panel, on the location of the wall
frame. The plywood patch on the upper edge of the panel is screwed or nailed to the wall frame. A3 mm room
for manoeuvre should be left between the panels. Fastener size: galvanised screw 5x 40 mm.

Element fixing

An element of adesired size is constructed of panels by screwing k600 wall frame planks to the back of the
panels. Completed elements are attached to the frame from their joints according to the instructions of the
structural engineer. A3 mm room for manoeuvre should be left between the panels.

Storage

Kuningaspaneeli® is protected from moisture and dirt during transport and storage. Panels are stored on a
level platform, lyingon their sides, using head logs that are placed every 60 cm and are high enough to prevent
contact with the soil. Panels are covered with lightproof protective cover which is ventilated at the bottom.
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
